
Call for Participation:

Each member university:
In order to continuously promote the exchange and cooperation among the universities of the Belt and Road Architectural University International Consortium, and strengthens the collaborative innovation and talent cultivation, relying on the advantages of architecture and civil engineering subjects and after the deliberation and adoption of the Belt and Road Architectural University International Consortium on the third session, the Consortium decides to hold the first University Student Architectural and Structural Design Competition of the Belt and Road Architectural University International Consortium, which will be undertaken by the vice-chairman universities of the Consortium. The relevant matters are notified as follows:
    I. Competition purpose
University Student Architectural and Structural Design Competition of Belt and Road Architectural University International Consortium is intended to cultivate the scientific and technological innovation spirits and practical abilities of university students, improve the scientific literacy and scientific research skill level of university students, and strengthen the academic and cultural exchange among university students from various countries.
II. Competition theme
The Belt and Road, Build the Future
    III. Competition principles and subjects
　　(I) Competition principles: University leading, students participating, comprehensive participation
(II) Competition subjects: three groups: Group A competition subject (architectural design direction); Group B competition subject (civil structure direction); Group C competition subject (other direction).
 IV. Organizational structure
　　Sponsor: Beijing Municipal Education Commission
Belt and Road Architectural University International Consortium
Organizer: Vice-chairman Universities of the Consortium
Co-organizer: Beijing University of Civil Engineering and Architecture

　　V. Organization stages
    The competition will be organized in four stages.
1. Start the competition, and announce the competition subjects.
    2. Qualification trials of each university: each university can select at most one work for each competition subject, the number of authors of each work shall not exceed 6, and each participant can only participate in one team. The number of guiding teachers for each work shall not exceed 2.
    3. The organizing committee determines the finalist works.
4. Appraisal on final competition: the place of final is Beijing University of Civil Engineering and Architecture, Daxing.
    

VI. Participation requirements and registration method
　　(I) The participants must be the students studying in the member universities of the Belt and Road Architectural University International Consortium.
(II) Each university holds its own preliminary competition and selects the participating teams.
(III) All written materials and defense must be in English or Chinese.
    VII. Awards
　　The competition will appraise and elect the first, second and third prizes, the Excellent Organization Award, and the Excellent Guiding Award.
